- Please store unnecessary items (ackets etc.), in GE-102.
* Only sterilized items are allowed to be brought into the room.

* Please change your slippers to sandals. Please wear a white cloth,
cap, mask, and gloves when entering the room.

 Please change and clean the cage once a week.

* Please keep animals in the cages within the number of animals
per cage posted in the room.
* Please keep a record of the number of animals and their health

condition in the animal management logbook. Please report any
abnormalities.

+ Use a mouse house if necessary.

* Please affix a tag to the cage indicating the number of animals
and their sex.

* Please affix a tag to the cage where genetically modified animals
(including those before genotyping) are kept with the information.

+ Animal carcasses should be housed in a freezer after the number

of animals has been recorded.
